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Do you know what reptiles are, my

son?

Reptiles are vertebrates, meaning
they have a backbone, and they
usually live on land. Most of them
walk on four legs, and some crawl,

hence the name "reptiles”.

Reptiles have skin covered in

scales, and these scales protect
their bodies and prevent water

loss.
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They lay their eggs on land, and
most reptiles lay their eggs in dry,

safe places.

Reptiles rely on the sun's heat to
warm their bodies; they don't

produce internal heat like humans.

All reptiles breathe air through
lungs and move by crawling or

walking on legs.

Examples of reptiles include
turtles, which have a hard shell

that protects their bodies.

Snakes don't have legs and move

by crawling. Lizards have short

legs and can run quickly.
Crocodiles are among the largest
reptiles and often live near water.
Some reptiles are herbivores, like
some turtles, while others are
carnivores, like snakes and
crocodiles, and some eat insects,

like some small lizards.

Reptiles are important; they help
control harmful insects and are

part of the food chain in nature.

Some reptiles, like turtles, are

symbols of height and wisdom in

folk tales.
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If you see a reptile, my child, don't
try to catch it without adult help.
Some reptiles can be dangerous,
but most are safe and can be

observed from a distance.

Types of reptiles, my child, include
turtles, which have a hard shell
that protects their bodies from
predators. They live on land or in
water, depending on the species,
and move slowly but are very

strong.

Snakes have no legs and move by

crawling. Some are venomous,

and some are non-venomous.
They eat mice, birds, or insects,

depending on their size.

Lizards have short legs and can
run quickly. Many can detach their
tails to escape predators and
usually eat small insects.
Crocodiles and dragons often live
in rivers and lakes. They have very
powerful jaws for catching food,

can swim very fast, and are skilled

predators.
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Reptiles live In the wild, where
they find warm places to bask in

the sun.

In the water, some turtles and
crocodiles spend part of their lives
underwater, and some reptiles
hide under rocks or trees to avoid

predators.

Some turtles, my son, can live for

hundreds of years, and snakes
use their tongues to taste the air
and explore their surroundings.
Some lizards have eyes that allow

them to see In the dark.
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And crocodiles can remain
submerged for hours without

moving
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
