is?

The reindeer is a beautiful animal
similar to a deer, living in very cold
regions such as the Arctic and areas

with abundant snow.

Reindeer live in Northern Europe,
Northern Asia, and Northern North

America.

They love cold, snowy places and can
withstand extreme cold thanks to their

unique body structure.
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Reindeer tolerate the cold because they
have very thick fur that keeps them
warm, and a layer of fat under their
skin that helps insulate them. Their
wide hooves help them walk on snow

without sinking.

Reindeer are herbivores, meaning they

eat only plants such as grasses, mosses,

and shrub leaves. In winter, they

burrow into the snow to find food

underneath.
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Reindeer like to live in large groups,
and living together helps protect them

from predators.

A young reindeer is called a reindeer
calf and can stand and walk shortly
after birth. The mother stays close to
protect it and feed it milk. In some
stories, reindeer are said to help Santa

Claus pull his sleigh through the sky on

Christmas Eve, a fairy tale beloved by

children.

Reindeer have large, beautiful antlers,

and what's unique is that both males
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and females have them—a rarity
among animals. Their fur is brown in
the summer and lighter in the winter,

helping them blend Into the snow.

A reindeer's nostrils are warm inside,
helping them to inhale cold air and

smell food hidden beneath the snow.
Their hooves are wide in the summer

for walking on soft ground and become

harder in the winter to help them dig in

the snow for food. Their body changes

color according to the season.
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Reindeer are often attacked by wolves
and bears, so they live in large herds for

protection.

Reindeer travel very long distances in
search of food, sometimes hundreds of
kilometers a year. They are intelligent;
they know their migration routes each
year, remember where they found

food, and cooperate with the rest of

the herd for protection. Reindeer live

for about 15 years and can weigh up to
approximately 300 kg, and they can

swim well.
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
