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Do you know, my son, about the Battle
of Badr?

The Battle of Badr was the first major
battle In Islam. It took place between
the Muslims and the Quraysh, and
God granted victory to the Muslims
despite their small numbers.

It occurred in the second year of the

Hijra In the Badr region, a place with

water wells, located between Mecca
and Medina. The number of Muslims
was 313, and the number of polytheists

was approximately 1,000. The leader
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of the Muslims was the Prophet

Muhammad (peace and blessings be
upon him).

The Quraysh had a large trade
caravan coming from Syria. The
Quraysh had greatly harmed the

Muslims and seized their wealth. The

Prophet (peace and blessings be upon
him) went out with his companions to
Intercept the caravan without
Intending to fight. However, the
Quraysh gathered a large army and
marched out to fight the Muslims,

forcing them to prepare for battle.
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What the beloved Prophet did before
the battle: He consulted with his
companions and prayed fervently,
saying:

"O God, If this small band of Muslims
perishes, You will not be worshipped
on earth." He arranged the ranks,
encouraged the Muslims, and the
battle began with courageous duels.
Then the two armies clashed.
Although the Muslims were few In
number, they were faithful and

patient, so God sent His angels to aid

them. A great victory was granted by
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God's permission, and the Muslims

triumphed. Seventy men from the

polytheists were Killed, and seventy
were taken prisoner. This was a great
victory for the Muslims.

As for the prisoners, the Prophet
(peace and blessings be upon him)
treated them with mercy. Some were
released, and others were given the
opportunity to teach Muslim children
to read In exchange for their freedom.
My dear son, we learn from this battle
that victory comes from God, that

faith is stronger than numbers, and
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that courage, patience, supplication,
reliance on God, and mercy, even In
times of war, are essential. There is a
verse In the Quran about Badr: God
Almighty says: {And God had already
given you victory at Badr when you

were weak.} (Surah Al Imran: 123).

The day of Badr was called the Day of

Distinction because God distinguished

between truth and falsehood.
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Do you know, my son, what the Battle

of Banu Qaynuga was?

Banu Qaynuqga were a Jewish tribe
from Medina who lived within the city,
and most of them worked as
goldsmiths and jewelers. After the
Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon
him) migrated to Medina, he made a
covenant with the Jews based on living
In peace, not harming Muslims, and
cooperating in good deeds. However,
the Banu Qaynuga broke the covenant

and mocked the Muslims after the
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Battle of Badr. They also harmed a

Muslim woman in their marketplace,

which escalated into a fight and
killings, intensifying the conflict. The
Battle of Badr took place in the second

year of the Hijra, after the major

Battle of Badr. The Prophet (peace be
upon him) gathered the Banu
Qaynuqga and urged them to honor the
covenant, but they refused and defied
the Muslims. So the Prophet (peace be

upon him) and the Muslims went out

and besieged their fortresses. The siege

lasted about 15 days, and finally, the



https://larewaia.blogspot.com/?m=1

Banu Qaynuga surrendered without a

major battle. The Prophet (peace be

upon him) ordered their expulsion
from Medina instead of fighting them.
From this battle, my dear child, we
learn the importance of fulfilling
covenants, that Islam calls for justice
and peace, and that firmness Is
required when covenants are broken,
while protecting society from discord

and injustice.
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
