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Do you know, my son, what the

Battle of Dhi Amr was?

The Battle of Dhi Amr was an
expedition undertaken by the
Prophet Muhammad (peace and
blessings be upon him) with his

companions after the Battle of Badr.

Its purpose was to monitor certain
tribes who were plotting to harm the
Muslims. No major battle took place.

It occurred around the second year
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of the Hijra in an area called Dhi
Amr, located between Mecca and

Medina.

The Prophet (peace and blessings be

upon him) set out with a number of
his companions with the aim of
protecting the Muslims and
observing the movements of the

enemy.

The Muslims reached Dhi Amr and

searched for any threat from the
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polytheist tribes, but the polytheists

did not appear to fight.

The Prophet (peace and blessings be
upon him) and his companions

returned to Medina safely.

We learn from this expedition that
Muslims must always be vigilant,

and not every expedition involves

fighting. The Prophet (peace and

blessings be upon him) was a wise

and cautious leader.
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The Battle of Dhi Amr did not

involve fighting; it was solely for

observing the enemy, and the

Muslims returned unharmed
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Do you know, my son, what the
Battle of Hamra al-Asad was? The
Battle of Hamra al-Asad was an
expedition led by the Prophet
Muhammad (peace and blessings be
upon him) and his companions

immediately after the Battle of

Uhud.

Its purpose was to demonstrate the

strength of the Muslims and deter
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the Quraysh from even considering

another attack on Medina

It took place in the month of
Shawwal in the third year of the
Hijra, approximately one day after

the Battle of Uhud.

The location was Hamra al-Asad,
near Medina (about 8 kilometers

away).

The Prophet Muhammad (peace and

blessings be upon him) and all the

companions who had participated in

15
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the Battle of Uhud, including the

wounded, took part.

The Prophet (peace and blessings be
upon him) did not permit anyone
who had not participated in Uhud to
join the expedition, except for one
companion who received special

permission.

The Muslims marched to show the

Quraysh that they were still strong

and to prevent them from attacking

Medina again.
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They also aimed to boost the
morale of the Muslims after the
events at Uhud. The Muslims
marched out despite their fatigue
and wounds. When the polytheists
heard of their departure, they were

afraid and said, "If the Muslims were

weak, they wouldn't have marched

out.

" At this point, the Quraysh decided
to return to Mecca without fighting.

Did fighting occur or not occur in the
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Battle of Hamra al-Asad? This battle,

my son, had positive results.

The Muslims returned safely, their
prestige was enhanced, and the
Quraysh retreated, fearing the
Muslims' strength. So, my child,
courage doesn't mean the absence
of fatigue, but rather perseverance

despite it. Obedience to the Prophet

(peace and blessings be upon him) is

a cause of victory, and unity and
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strength in times of hardship are

crucial.

Faith provides strength even in the

most difficult circumstances.
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
