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Do you know what an apricot tree is

The apricot tree Is a fruit-bearing tree

that produces small, smooth fruits.
It loves sun and fresh air.

Apricots can be grown in two ways:

Growing apricots from seed:

Take an apricot pit from a ripe fruit

wash it well , and let it dry.

Plant it in moist soil in a pot or in the

garden, cover it with soil, and water it.
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After a few days or weeks, a small plant

will begin to appear.

Or growing apricots from a sapling: Buy
a small apricot sapling, dig a hole in the
ground, place the sapling inside, cover

its roots with soil, and water It well.

For the tree to grow and bear fruit, it
needs sun (it loves the sun), water
(water it regularly without overdoing

it), and good soil (clean, rich soil).

Our care for it includes removing weeds
and tending to it. An apricot tree needs

several years to mature. In spring,

white or pink blossoms appear, and in
summer, these blossoms turn into

delicious apricot fruits.

Apricots, my son, help us to be strong

and healthy.

They are good for the eyes and skin,

delicious, and can be eaten fresh or

dried.

Farming teaches us patience, care, and
a love of nature. When we eat fruit
from a tree we planted ourselves, we

feel joy.
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An apricot tree goes through several

stages:

1. The seed: We plant the apricot
kernel in the soil. Then, small green
leaves emerge from the ground2. The
plant grows and develops a strong
stem, producing flowers and then

delicious apricot fruits.

3.When the apricot tree blossoms, bees

come.

They transfer pollen between the
flowers, and thanks to the bees, the

flowers turn Into fruit

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4. Water the tree one to three times a

week.

In summer, water it more often
because of the hot weather. Do not

overwater to avoid damaging the roots.

5.Trim any dry or broken branches.

Pruning helps the tree grow better.

My dear child, the apricot tree has
enemies, such as small insects that
sometimes appear. We remove them
by hand and keep the tree clean, as

proper care protects it from disease.
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Apricots ripen in the summer, turning

orange and emitting a pleasant aroma.

We pick the fruit gently so as not to

harm the tree.

From apricot cultivation, we learn
patience, love of nature, and

responsibility.
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Do you know what an orange is, my

son?

Oranges are a sweet and delicious fruit
orange in color, and full of Vitamin C
which strengthens the body and

prevents illness.

The best time to plant oranges is spring

or autumn, as the weather Is mild.

The tools we need are orange seeds,
fertile, nutrient-rich soil, a pot or

planting container, water, and sunlight.
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The steps to planting oranges, my child,
are: First, prepare the seeds. Wash the
orange seeds well to remove any juice
residue. You can soak them in warm
water for 24 hours to help them

germinate faster.

Second, prepare the soil. Fill the pot
with soft, fertile soil, keeping it slightly
moist, not too wet. Third, plant the

seeds.

Make a small hole in the soil, about 1
cm deep, place the seed in the hole,

and gently cover it with soil. Fourth,
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water the soil gently every day or two,

depending on its moisture level.

Fifth, place the pot in a sunny location,

as oranges need sunlight to grow.

After two to four weeks, the seeds will
begin to germinate. After several
months, a small, tree-like plant will
appear, and after two to four years, the
tree can bear oranges. Don't let the soil
dry out completely, and protect the
plant from strong winds and extreme

cold.
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You can fertilize the soil lightly after a
few months to help the plant grow

better.

Once the tree has grown a little, it
needs some special care, such as
pruning and cutting off dead or excess
branches. This helps the tree grow
healthily, and don't worry, my child,
this is normal for trees. Sometimes
small insects appear on the leaves or

fruit.
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You can wipe the leaves with clean
water or use natural methods to get rid

of them.

Oranges, my child, like moist soil, but
not soggy soil. If the soil is too dry, the
fruit can be affected. The fruit usually
appears two to four years after
planting. The tree begins to produce
oranges, and while growing oranges
requires patience, they will be delicious

when harvest time arrives.

One of the benefits of growing oranges,

my dear, is that we learn patience and
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responsibility, understand the plant's

life cycle from seed to fruit, obtain
healthy, natural fruit, and care for

nature and the environment.
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
