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Do you know what prayer is, my son?

Prayer is a beautiful and important act
of worship performed by Muslims to
draw closer to God. Prayer is a
conversation between us and God, in
which we thank Him, ask for His help,
and supplicate to Him with all that we
desire. We stand, bow, and prostrate
because we love and obey God. We
pray five times a day: Fajr (dawn
prayer) in the early morning, Dhuhr

(noon prayer) at noon, Asr (afternoon
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prayer) in the afternoon, Maghrib
(sunset prayer) after sunset, and Isha
(night prayer) at night. Before we pray,
my son, we must be clean. We wash
our hands, face, and feet (ablution),
wear clean clothes, and stand in a clean
and pure place. We pray with these
beautiful movements: standing and
saying "Allahu Akbar" (God is Greatest),
reciting Surah Al-Fatihah, bowing and
saying "Subhana Rabbi Al-Adheem"

(Glory be to my Lord, the Most Great),

prostrating and saying "Subhana Rabbi
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Al-A'la" (Glory be to my Lord, the Most
High), and sitting. Then we complete

the prayer until we say the Tasleem

(peace be upon you). We pray, my

child, because God loves prayer. Prayer
teaches us discipline and tranquility,
purifies our hearts, keeps us from
wrongdoing, and makes us feel
comfortable and happy. Children learn
to pray gradually. We watch adults
pray, pray with them, and learn step by
step without fear or coercion. Prayer,

my dear, is a conversation with God.
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We tell Him that we love Him, and He

always hears us.
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Do you know, my son, what charity is?

Charity is giving from what we have to
help others out of love for God, without
expecting anything in return. It can be
money, food, clothes, or even a kind

word and a smile.
Why do we give charity, Mom?

We give charity because God loves
those who help people, to feel
compassion and love towards others, to

make society more cooperative and
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happy, and because charity increases
goodness and blesses our lives. For
example, we give charity by giving food
to a poor person, donating a toy we no
longer use, helping a friend with their
homework, feeding a bird or a cat,
saying a kind word, or smiling at
people. Charity, my son, isn't just about

money; every good deed is charity, like

saying "thank you" and "please,"

helping our parents at home, or
removing something harmful from the

road. We give charity at any time, and
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in Ramadan, the rewards increase,
especially when we see someone in
need. Charity, my dear, teaches us
goodness, brings us closer to God, and
makes the world a more beautiful
place. And there are different types of
charity, my little one: monetary charity,

like putting money in a donation box;

food charity, like giving food to

someone in need or sharing it with a
friend; and material charity, like
donating clean clothes or toys. We

need it.
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There is the charity of action, such as
helping an elderly person or assisting
one's mother at home. The charity of
words is a kind word, encouragement,
thanks, or an apology. The charity of a

smile Is smiling at others.

The etiquette of giving charity, my son,
is that we give with joy, not sadness.

We don't tell people what we give, we

don't hurt the feelings of those we

help, and we give from what we love,
even if it's little. Charity makes us kind,

endears us to people, and earns God's
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love. Every child can give charity, even

with very simple things. Therefore, my

son, you should give charity.
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
