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Do you know what a bee is, my son?

A bee is a small insect with a body
made of yellow and black pigments,
and it has two wings that it uses to fly.
Bees live in large groups called
beehives, and each hive contains

thousands of young and old bees.

A bee has three main parts in its body:
the head, which contains the eyes,
mouth, and small antennae (called
antennae); the thorax, from which the

legs and wings emerge; and the
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abdomen, which contains a special

organ for producing honey and a

defensive disc called the stinger.

Bees collect nectar. They go to flowers
to collect their nectar and transform it
into delicious honey inside the hive.

While collecting nectar, bees also help
transfer pollen, which allows plants to

produce fruits and seeds .

The types of bees in a hive, my son, are
the queen bee, the largest bee in the
hive, who lays the eggs; the worker

bees, who make up most of the bees in
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the hive, and who collect nectar, build
wax, and care for the eggs; and the
drones, whose main function is to mate
with the queen. Bees communicate
with small dances called waggle dances
to tell other bees where good flowers

dare.

Bees are important, my child, because
they make honey, and honey is
beneficial for people. They also

pollinate plants, and without bees,

many fruits and vegetables wouldn't

grow.
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Bees help keep the earth green.

A bee can fly at a speed of about 24

km/h, and each bee lives for only about

5-6 weeks.
Bees only sting If they feel threatened.

The home of a bee is the hive. Bees live
in a honeycomb made of wax, and each
hive contains hundreds of small cells
called wax cells, which are used to

store honey, pollen, and bee eggs.

The hive functions as a complete home,

and each bee has a specific task.
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Worker bees have many tasks,
including collecting nectar and pollen
from flowers, making wax to build new

cells, and feeding the queen and larvae.

Cleaning the hive and making sure it is

clean and safe is essential.

Bees make honey by collecting nectar

from flowers and storing It in their

honey stomachs. The bee returns to

the hive and deposits nectar into the

wax cells.

Other bees then stir the nectar with

their mouths until it becomes honey.
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The hive is covered with a layer of wax

to keep the honey safe.

Bees use their stingers to defend

themselves or the hive. When a bee
stings, it releases a small but painful
venom, which is harmless to healthy

humans.

Most bees only attack when they feel

threatened.

Bees don't communicate like humans,

but they use clever methods, such as a

waggle dance to tell other bees where

flowers are located, and they release a

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special scent to help bees recognize

each other and guide the queen.

The benefits of bees for children and
people include producing delicious and
healthy honey, which strengthens the
immune system and provides energy,

as well as pollinating plants, which

helps fruits and vegetables grow.

Beeswax is used to make candles and

cosmetics.

Bees can recognize human faces and
maintain the hive temperature at

around 35 degrees Celsius.
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Bees work together as a large team;

each bee knows its role well.
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Do you know what a butterfly is, my

son?

A butterfly is a beautiful and colorful
insect loved by everyone. It is one of
the most beautiful creatures we see in

gardens and fields.

A butterfly has two large, colorful wings
full of beautiful patterns. It has six legs,
like other insects, and two antennae on
the top of its head that help it smell
and sense. Its body consists of three

parts: the head, thorax, and abdomen.
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Butterflies love flower nectar, a sweet

liquid found inside flowers.

Butterflies have a long, coiled, tube-like
tongue with which they suck the

nectar.

Butterflies go through four amazing

stages:

The egg: The mother lays her eggs on
plant leaves. A small caterpillar hatches
and eats many plant leaves to grow.
The caterpillar then curls up inside a

casing called a chrysalis, where it

remains for a while. Finally, a colorful

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butterfly emerges and flies among the
flowers. This stage is called complete
metamorphosis. Butterflies live in
gardens, fields, forests, and places
where there are many flowers. Some
butterflies travel very long distances,
and the colors of their wings help them
hide from predators. Butterflies don't

live very long, but they spend their time

flying among flowers. The butterfly is a

symbol of beauty and change, because
it begins its life as a small caterpillar

and then transforms into a magnificent
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creature that flies in the sky. A
butterfly's wings are covered with very
small scales that are not easily visible
to the naked eye. These scales give
them beautiful colors such as red,
yellow, and blue. These colors help the
butterfly attract other butterflies, scare

away predators, and hide among

flowers. A butterfly has large

compound eyes made up of many very
small eyes, so it can see many things
around it at the same time. When a

butterfly flies, it moves its wings
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quickly, and the air pushes it upwards,
allowing it to fly lightly. When the sun
is shining, its movements become even
faster because it loves warmth. There
are thousands of butterfly species
around the world, including the
monarch butterfly, which travels very
long distances, small butterflies that
live in gardens, and large butterflies
with vibrant colors. Butterflies help

plants reproduce, and when they move

from flower to flower, they carry pollen

with them, allowing new plants to
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grow. Therefore, they are beneficial to
the environment. The butterfly's
enemies include birds and some other
insects, such as spiders. However, it
sometimes protects itself with its bright

colors or by flying quickly. When a

butterfly emerges from its chrysalope,

its wings are wet and small. It waits a
while for them to dry and grow before

taking Its first flight.
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
