Do you know what a mango is, my

son?

Mangoes are delicious, sweet fruits,
yellow or orange in colour, and they
love sunshine and warm weather. The
mango tree needs sun; it loves strong
sun every day. It also needs water, so
water it regularly without overdoing

It. It needs good, soft soil and patience,

as It needs time to grow. The stages of

mango tree growth, my child, are: the
seed, which we plant in the soil;

germination, which produces a small

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plant; growth, as the leaves and stem

grow; flowering, as beautiful blossoms

appear; and finally, the fruit, as the
mango grows. We take care of the
mango tree by watering it when the
soil is dry, removing weeds around It,
giving It ample space, and protecting it
from severe cold. You, my son, can
plant a mango seed in a plastic cup
and observe it every day. Draw what it
will look like when it grows. The
mango Is called the queen of fruits,
and the mango tree lives for many

years and loves warm climates. To
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plant a mango, take a seed from a ripe

fruit, wash it well with water, and
choose soft, good soil. Place it in a pot
or directly in the ground. Put the seed
In the soil and cover it gently with soill.
Water the soil, but don't overwater it
so the seed doesn't rot. Place the pot In

a warm location. Strong sun.

The seed germinates after days or
weeks, and the tree grows a little each

day, bearing fruit after 3 to 5 years.

The benefits of mangoes, my dear, are

that they strengthen the body, are
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good for the eyes, and provide energy

and happiness.

From growing mangoes, we learn
patience, care for plants, and a love of

nature.
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
