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Do you know, my son, what the ganun

is?

The qanun is a beautiful Arabic musical
instrument that produces resonant and
melodious sounds. It is one of the most
important instruments in Arabic music
and is used in songs and musical
ensembles. The ganun is flat and
triangular in shape. It is usually made of
wood and has many strings, about 70—
80. It is placed on the lap or a small

table while being played.
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The musician plays the qanun using two

small plectrums.

The plectrums are worn on the index
fingers of one hand, and when the
plectrums touch the strings, they

produce beautiful musical notes.

The ganun consists of the strings, which
produce the sound when played; the
wooden body of the instrument, which
helps to amplify the sound; the frets,
which are small parts that change the
sound to be high or low; and the

plectrum, which is a small tool for
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playing the strings. The benefit of the
ganun, my child, is that it plays the
basic melody in the song, and is used in
weddings, parties, and musical groups.
It teaches the child, like you, to love
music and develops his focus and
artistic taste. The gqanun was named as
such because the word "ganun" means
order and arrangement, because its
strings are arranged precisely, and each
string has a special sound. The qanun is

a very old instrument and was known
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hundreds of years ago, and it is still

used today.
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
