They know
how to hide from predators, jump
quickly when they sense danger, and

distinguish between food and other

things. It's not food.

The frog protects itself by hiding among
the vegetation. Its color helps it
camouflage itself, and It quickly jumps

away from danger. Some frogs secrete
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an unpleasant-tasting substance for
protection. Frogs are most active at
night, emerging to search for food. We

hear their calls near ponds and rivers.

In winter, frogs hibernate, hiding in
mud or underwater, remaining
dormant until spring arrives. Frogs have

natural predators such as snakes, birds,

and large fish. Frogs are very beneficial

and healthy. They reduce the number
of harmful insects, maintain the

balance of nature, and their presence
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indicates a clean and healthy

environment.
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Do you know what a turtle is, my son?

A turtle is a quiet and slow-moving
reptile. Turtles live either on land or in
water, and they have a distinctive body
with a strong shell that protects them

from danger.

A turtle has a hard shell on its back,

resembling a small house.

Its head is small, and it has two eyes
and a toothless mouth.
