The Battle of Banu Qarad was a
campaign undertaken by the Prophet
Muhammad (peace and blessings be
upon him) and his companions after
several smaller expeditions.

place. It occurred around the sixth

year of the Hijra in an area called

Banu Qarad, near Medina. The

him) set out with a number of
companions with the aim of observing
the tribes and protecting the city from
any danger. The Muslims reached the
area of Banu Qarad and observed the
movements of the hostile tribes that
might attack the city, but the tribes
did not appear to fight, and the
Prophet (peace and blessings be upon
him) and his companions returned to
Medina safely. We learn from the

Muslims are always vigilant and
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protect the city. Not every expedition

Involves fighting. The Prophet (peace
and blessings be upon him) was a wise
leader who planned before taking any
action, and cooperation among
Muslims is crucial for protection.

Involved no fighting; it was solely for
monitoring the tribes, and the

Muslims returned safely.

The Battle of Banu Qurayza was a
battle that took place after the Battle

of the Trench.

We learn from this
battle that upholding treaties is a very
Important obligation, and that
treachery has consequences for
ensuring security. The Prophet (peace
be upon him) was wise and just, and
protecting the Muslims and their
homes is a duty, and justice iIs an
Important part of this.
