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Do you know what a cantaloupe is,

Cantaloupe is a type of summer fruit,
round or oval in shape, green or
yvellow on the outside, and orange or

green on the inside.
It has a very sweet taste.

To grow cantaloupe, you need
cantaloupe seeds, good quality
potting soil, a sunny location, water,

patience, and attention.
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Plant cantaloupe in a spot that
receives sunlight daily, as it loves
warmth. Thoroughly turn the soil
over and remove any stones, then
smooth it out to facilitate root

growth.

Dig a small hole and place two or

three seeds in it, then gently cover

them with soil.

Water the soil without overwatering,

and repeat the watering regularly.

After a few days, a small plant will

appear.

The plant will grow and spread along

the ground, producing yellow flowers
that will eventually develop into
cantaloupe fruits. After about two to
three months, the cantaloupe will be
ready to eat when it develops a
pleasant aroma, changes color, and
becomes easy to separate from the

plant.
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The benefits of cantaloupe include
providing the body with energy,
being rich in vitamins, and being
beneficial for health and growth. The

Cantaloupe Plant

Bees greatly help the cantaloupe

plant, as they transfer pollen from

flower to flower, thus forming the

fruit.

Water the cantaloupe plant in the
morning or evening, but don't

overwater to prevent root rot.
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As the fruit grows, reduce the
watering slightly to make it sweeter.
Caring for the cantaloupe plant
involves removing weeds,
encouraging its spread, and observing

it daily to see it grow.

Sometimes small insects may appear.

In such cases, clean the area, mist the

leaves with water, and take good care

of the plant.
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Growing cantaloupes teaches us

patience, a love of nature, and care

for plants.
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
