his companions with the aim of
protecting Medina and removing the
danger to the Muslims. The Banu
Nadir had broken their treaty with the
Muslims and began conspiring with
the enemies of the Muslims against
Medina. So, the Prophet (peace and
blessings be upon him) went out with
the Muslims to confront this threat.
The Prophet (peace and blessings be
upon him) first sought peace, but the

Banu Nadir refused and refused to
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leave voluntarily. So, the Prophet

(peace and blessings be upon him)

ordered their expulsion from Medina
after they refused to abide by the
treaty. None of them were killed, and
the tribe left Medina peacefully for
other places. We learn from this
expedition, my son, that upholding
treaties Is very important, that
Muslims defend themselves and their
homes, and that the Prophet (peace
and blessings be upon him) was wise
and sought peace first. Not every

expedition involves war and fighting,



https://larewaia.blogspot.com/?m=1

https://larewaia.blogspot.com/?m=1

and protecting Medina and the
Muslims is a duty.
