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Do you know what a peach is, my son?

A peach is a sweet and delicious fruit
with a smooth skin, sometimes yellow

or red in color. It grows on a peach tree

We can take the pit from inside the
peach. First, wash it well to remove any

fruit residue, then let it dry slightly.

Next, we need fertile soil that is
comfortable for the roots, meaning it
should be soft and mixed with sand or
compost. Choose a sunny spot in the

garden, as peach trees love the sun.
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The planting method, my son, is to dig a
small hole in the ground, about 2-3 cm
deep, and place the pit inside. Gently
cover the pit with soil and water it
lightly, not too much so the pit doesn't
drown. Water it two to three times a

week, depending on the weather.

Remove any weeds around the plant,
and after the first year, add some
organic fertilizer to strengthen the tree.
After a while, the seed begins to
germinate and a small stem emerges.

Over time, the stem grows into a small
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tree, and after about 3-4 years, the tree
begins to produce fruit. When the
peach turns yellow with a reddish tinge
and feels slightly soft to the touch, it is
ready to eat. Wash the fruit well before
eating. Before the peach ripens, small
white or pink flowers appear on the
tree. These flowers attract bees and
butterflies. Bees, my dear, help transfer
pollen from one flower to another,
whichh is what makes the tree produce
fruit. Some small insects like to eat the

tree's leaves or fruit. We can protect
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the tree by spraying the leaves with
water or natural soap and making sure
the tree is kept away from weeds. As
the tree grows, some branches become
too long. Prune excess or dead
branches to keep the tree healthy. This
makes the tree stronger and produces
better fruit. In spring, the flowers begin
to appear. We monitor the bees
because they help with pollination. In
the summer, the fruit grows and
requires regular watering. In the fall,

we harvest the peaches when they are
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ripe. In the winter, the tree rests and

prepares for the next year

Peaches, my dear, are rich in vitamins
and minerals, aid in body growth, and
strengthen eyesight. They can be eaten

fresh or made into delicious juice
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Do you know, my dear son Talian, how

apples are grown?

Growing apples is a wonderful way to

obtain delicious and healthy fruit.

Apples can be grown from a seed or a
small sapling. We often grow saplings
because they grow faster and produce
better fruit. Apple trees love good, soft
soil. We till the land, remove stones
and weeds, and add organic fertilizer to

help the tree grow. We dig a suitable
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hole in the ground and place the apple

sapling inside.

We cover the roots with soil and gently
firm It down. We water the tree

regularly, but not too much so as not to
damage the roots. Water helps the tree

grow strongly.

The tree needs sunlight. We remove
weeds around it and prune any dead
branches so it grows beautifully. After a
while, beautiful blossoms appear.
These blossoms later develop into

apples.
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The fruit grows gradually, and we wait
until it ripens and turns a beautiful
color. When apples ripen, we gently
pick them from the tree, and now we
can eat them, make juice, or make
desserts. My son, an apple tree may
take several years to bear fruit, but it
lives a long time and gives us many
apples. The journey of an apple from
seed to fruit: An apple tree begins with
a very small seed inside the apple.
When we plant the seed or sapling in

the ground, its growth journey begins.
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An apple tree needs 3 to 5 years to bear
fruit, growing a little each year and
becoming stronger. An apple tree is like
a child; it needs important things: sun,
as it loves the sun to grow well; water,
which we should provide regularly,
without overwatering; and air, which
helps it breathe and grow. Good soil

should be soft and rich in nutrients.

The parts of an apple tree are the roots,
which absorb water from the ground;
the trunk, which supports the tree; and

the branches, on which the leaves and
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fruit grow. The leaves provide food for
the tree, and the flowers develop into

apples.

The flower develops Into an apple.
Apple blossoms appear in the spring,
and bees come and feed on the
blossom. The small flower then
develops into a small apple, and the

apple grows larger day by day.

The colors of apples, my child, are red,
green, and yellow, and they are all
delicious and beneficial. We eat apples

fresh, make apple juice, bake apple
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tarts, and prepare apple jam. Apples
help us to be healthy and strong, and
an apple tree can live for more than 50

years!
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
