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Do you know what a zurna is, my
child?

The zurna is an ancient wind
Instrument, meaning it produces
sound when someone blows air into it.
It sometimes resembles instruments
like the oud or the flute, but It Is
smaller and has a sharp, distinctive
sound.

The zurna has a long tube, usually
made of wood or metal, with a small
blowhole at one end. Along the tube

are small finger holes that can be
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pressed to change the notes. It has a

sharp, clear sound and is often used in

celebrations and folk processions.

Blow gently into the small hole and
press the holes with your fingers to
change the notes and produce
different melodies.

often used with drums and flutes to
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create a festive atmosphere at
weddings and processions.

It Is sometimes used in folk songs.
In ancient times, it was used to
announce important occasions or
events. If you look at the zurna, my

son, you will find that it resembles a

long pen, but instead of writing with It,

we use It to produce music.
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Do you know what a tambourine is,
my dear? The tambourine is a
percussion instrument that produces a
beautiful sound when struck by hand.
It is frequently used in songs,
weddings, and celebrations. It is
round, like the moon, and made of a
circular wooden frame with skin
stretched across one side. Sometimes it
Includes small cymbals that produce a
pleasant clang To play the
tambourine, hold it in one hand and

gently strike it with the other. You can
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strike in the center or on the edges;

each method produces a different

sound. We hear the sound of the
tambourine in religious songs,
weddings, celebrations, and happy
occasions. We love the tambourine, my
child, because It is easy to play, its
sound is beautiful and joyful, it doesn't
require electricity, and it is suitable
for both children and adults. The
tambourine is one of the oldest musical
Instruments known to humankind and

has been used for a very long time.
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
