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Do you know, my son, what the

Battle of Uhud was?

The Battle of Uhud took place in
the third year of the Hijra, one year
after the Battle of Badr, near
Mount Uhud, a large mountain

close to Medina.

The Battle of Uhud occurred after
the Muslims' victory at the Battle
of Badr. The Quraysh were furious
and wanted revenge. They
assembled a large army and

marched out to fight. The Muslim
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army numbered around 700, while
the Quraysh had about 3,000
polytheists.

The Prophet (peace and blessings
pe upon him) had a clever plan, for
ne was a wise leader. He

nositioned 50 archers on a small

nill and told them, "Do not leave

your positions, whether we win or

lose," so that the enemy could not

attack from the rear.

The battle began with brave
fighting, and the Muslims were

united and courageous. The
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Muslims began to gain the upper
hand, and the Quraysh army
began to retreat. Some of the
archers, thinking the battle was
over, descended from the
mountain to collect spolls,

forgetting the Prophet's (peace

and blessings be upon him)

command. The enemy exploited
this mistake, attacking the
Muslims from the rear, which
changed the course of the battle.
The Prophet (peace and blessings

be upon him) was wounded, but
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he remained steadfast. Several
companions were martyred,
Including Hamza ibn Abd al-
Muttalib (may God be pleased with
him), the Prophet's uncle, who

was very brave.

My children, the Battle of Uhud

taught us that obeying our

beloved Prophet is obligatory, that
victory comes from God, and that
patience, cooperation, and
commitment are crucial. Most
Importantly, we learned from our

mistakes. The Battle of Uhud also
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taught us to listen and adhere to
Instructions, because obedience

brings good, while disobedience

can cause problems.
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Do you know, O son of Saden,

what the Battle of Khaybar was?

The Battle of Khaybar was a
campaign in which the Prophet
Muhammad (peace be upon him)
led his companions against the
Jews of Khaybar. Its objective was
to protect the Muslims and reclaim
their rights after the Jews'
treachery and attempts to harm
Medina. It took place in the
seventh year of the Hijra in the

Khaybar region, north of Medina.
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The Prophet (peace be upon him)
marched with a large number of
companions, approximately 1400
men. The army was prepared for
battle after the Jews had
abandoned Medina and broken
their covenant. The Muslims
reached Khaybar and besieged the

Jewish fortresses for several

days. They fought bravely and

flercely, and by the grace and
victory of God, they conquered the
fortresses of Khaybar. The lands

of Khaybar were reclaimed, and
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some tribes surrendered. Some
Jews remained in the area on the
condition that they pay a jizya
(tribute) as part of an agreement.
The Prophet (peace be upon him)

treated the prisoners and the Jews

justly. From the Battle of Khaybar,

we learn that courage and faith are
essential for victory, that God
grants victory to the believers no
matter how small their numbers,
that justice towards all people is
obligatory, even towards enemies,

and that planning and preparation
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are necessary for success. The
Muslims were defending
themselves. And their rights. The
Battle of Khaybar, my son, was a
great and courageous battle In
which the enemies surrendered
after a siege. The Prophet (peace
and blessings be upon him) was

wise and just, and the result was

the conquest of Khaybar and the

restoration of rights and justice for

the prisoners.
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
