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Do you know what a concertina is, my
son?

A concertina is a musical instrument
similar to an accordion, but smaller and
easier to carry. It produces beautiful
sounds when the musician presses its
buttons and draws or pushes air inside.
It has a small rectangular or sometimes
square body with small buttons on its
sides, like a miniature keyboard. In the

middle is a flexible part called the
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accordion or plester, which compresses
the air inside to produce the sound.
The sound is produced when the
middle part is drawn or pushed, forcing
air into the concertina. When the
buttons are pressed, the air passes
through small parts called reeds,
making each button produce a specific
musical note.

The advantages of a concertina, my
son, are its small size, its portability, its

ability to be played with one hand or

both hands, and its cheerful and joyful
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sounds. It is often used in folk music
and traditional dances. You can play it
by starting by pressing one button and
slowly pulling the middle part to hear
the tune. Try pressing different buttons
to get acquainted with their different
sounds. Simple tunes can be learned
quickly because they are small and easy

to control.
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Do you know what a tambourine is, my
son?

The tambourine is a small but very
enjoyable musical instrument. It's
shaped like a flat circle and is usually
made of wood or plastic. Around the
ring are small pieces of metal called
cymbals. When you shake or strike the
tambourine, it produces beautiful
musical sounds. The tambourine has a

circular, hoop-like shape. In the center,

it's either hollow or covered with thin
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leather or plastic. Around the rim are
small metal pieces that make a sound
when the tambourine moves.

We actually make music with the
tambourine, and there are two main
ways: shaking—you hold the
tambourine in your hand and shake it
back and forth, making the metal
pieces make a pleasant sound—and
striking—you strike the center of the
tambourine with your hand, making the

leather or plastic pieces make a sound.
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Shaking the metal pieces also makes
the sound more beautiful.

We use the tambourine, my son, in folk
music or children's songs to add a fun
rhythm when playing other instruments
like the piano or guitar, and to make
the songs more lively and energetic. It's
fun for children because it's easy to
play, doesn't require much experience,
and gets them moving and dancing to
the music.

It helps them learn rhythm and melody

in a fun way.
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
