Today, my son, | will tell you about a
companion of the Prophet Muhammad
(peace and blessings be upon him) who
is not very well known: Al-Ash'ath ibn
Qays al-Kindi (may God be pleased with
him). He was one of the companions of
the Prophet (peace and blessings be
upon him). His name was Ma'di Karib
ibn Qays ibn Ma'di, and he was
nicknamed Al-Ash'ath. He was from the
famous Yemeni tribe of Kindah, and his

kunya (patronymic) was Abu
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Muhammad. He embraced Islam
towards the end of the Prophet's life
(peace and blessings be upon him) and
came with the Kindah delegation to
Medina. He is considered one of the
companions because he met the
Prophet (peace and blessings be upon
him) believing in him. After the death
of the Prophet (peace and blessings be
upon him), he apostatized along with
those of his people who apostatized
after the Prophet's death (peace and

blessings be upon him). Then he
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repented and returned to Islam during
the caliphate of Abu Bakr al-Siddiq
(may God be pleased with him). Abu
Bakr pardoned him, brought him close,
and even married him to his sister,
Umm Farwah bint Abi Quhafah. Al-
Ash'ath participated in the Islamic
conquests and had a presence in Kufa.
He witnessed some political events
during the time of the caliphs. He died
(may God be pleased with him) around
the year 40 AH and was buried in Kufa.

Al-Ash'ath ibn Qays was a companion,

but there are accounts of his actions.
He was a man of great striving after the
Prophet (peace and blessings be upon
him), and scholars have discussed his
merits and shortcomings. He was a
companion of the Prophet Muhammad
(peace and blessings be upon him) and
the leader of the Kindah tribe in

Yemen.

He was courageous and intelligent. He
came to the Prophet (peace and
blessings be upon him) and embraced

Islam, becoming a righteous Muslim.
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He loved Islam, learned from the
Prophet (peace and blessings be upon
him), and participated in spreading
goodness and calling to Islam. He held a
prominent position among the people
because he was the leader of his tribe.
He was called al-Ash'ath because his
hair was unkempt, and this name does
not have a negative connotation; it is

simply a description.

So, my son, al-Ash'ath ibn Qays was a
Muslim companion who loved God and

His Messenger and helped in the

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service of Islam. Al-Ash'ath ibn Qays
possessed distinctive qualities,
including courage. He was brave and
fearless in times of hardship. He was a
leader of his people and could gather
them around him. He was also
distinguished by his eloquence and
good speech, speaking clearly and
expressing himself well. As for his
intelligence, he was intelligent and

knew how to act In difficult situations.

Al-Ash'ath ibn Qays was brave,

intelligent, a leader, and spoke wisely.
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He was one of the companions of the

Prophet (peace and blessings be upon

him).

Do you know, my son, what the Battle

of Tabuk was?

The Battle of Tabuk was a great journey
undertaken by the Prophet Muhammad
(peace and blessings be upon him) with
his Companions (may God be pleased
with them) to demonstrate their
strength and defend Islam. It took place
in the ninth year of the Hijra, in a place
called Tabuk, which is quite far from

Medina.
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The Prophet set out after hearing that
the Romans, a powerful people, might
attack the Muslims. He decided to lead

the Muslims in defense of their faith.

The Battle of Tabuk was difficult, hence
its name, the Battle of Hardship,
because the Muslims faced many
challenges. The weather was extremely
hot, the journey was long, and food and
water were scarce. Some Companions
even lacked mounts. Despite these
hardships, they did not back down.

When the Prophet (peace and blessings

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be upon him) called upon them to
contribute, the Companions gave
generously. Uthman ibn Affan (may
God be pleased with him) donated a
large sum of money. Some Companions
brought small amounts of food, but
they did so sincerely and lovingly. The
Prophet (peace and blessings be upon
him) was pleased with them and
prayed for them. Around 30,000
Muslims marched out with the Prophet
(peace and blessings be upon him), the

largest Muslim army at that time. No
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fighting occurred because the Romans
were afraid when they saw the
Muslims' strength and did not come out

to war.

The Battle of Tabuk teaches us, my son,
patience in times of hardship,
obedience to God and His Messenger
(peace and blessings be upon him),
cooperation and helping others, and
that a courageous Muslim does not
surrender. True strength lies not only in
fighting, but also in faith, patience, and

obedience.
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Know, my son, that whenever you are

sincere with God, He will help you,

even if the path is difficult.
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
