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Do you know what the Battle of the
Compensatory Pilgrimage (Umrah

al-Qada’) was, my son?

The Battle of the Compensatory
Pilgrimage was a journey
undertaken by the Prophet
Muhammad (peace and blessings
be upon him) and his companions
to perform Umrah after the Treaty
of Hudaybiyyah. Its purpose was
to perform Hajj and Umrah in
peace, following the agreement

with the Quraysh. It was not a
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battle, and it took place in the
seventh year of the Hijra in Mecca.
The Prophet (peace and blessings
be upon him) set out with a large
number of Muslims, intending to
perform Umrah after the
negotiations with the Quraysh in
the Treaty of Hudaybiyyah. The
Muslims arrived in Mecca safely,
and the Prophet (peace and
blessings be upon him) and his
companions performed the rituals
of Umrah without any fighting or

problems. The Muslims then
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returned to Medina in peace. From
the Battle of the Compensatory
Pilgrimage, my son, we learn that
fulfilling promises is very
important, and that peace is better
than fighting when possible.
Muslims can perform their
religious duties peacefully, and
the Prophet (peace and blessings
be upon him) was wise and knew
when to act wisely. The Battle of
the Compensatory Pilgrimage, my
son, involved no fighting; its

purpose was worship and
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performing Umrah in peace, and

the Muslims returned safely.
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
