The female fly lays hundreds of eggs on

damp or dirty surfaces. A small, white

larva hatches from the eggs, eats the
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surrounding material, and grows
rapidly. The larva then pupates in a
hard shell, waiting to transform into an
adult fly. The adult fly emerges after
several days and begins flying and
searching for food. Flies are part of
nature and help clean the environment

of decaying organic matter.
