Do you know, my son, what wild

animals are?

Wild animals are animals that live
freely in nature, without a home or
owner to care for them. These animals
live in forests, deserts, mountains, or

lakes, and survive on whatever food

and water they find in their

environment.

Examples of wild animals include: the
lion, king of the jungle, who lives in the

savanna and preys on small animals;
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the tiger, strong and fast, who lives in
dense forests; the elephant, huge and
intelligent, who lives in forests and
savannas; the giraffe, with its long
neck, who eats the leaves of tall trees;
the bear, who lives in mountain forests
and loves berries and honey; and the
wolf, who lives in packs and helps each

other hunt.

Wild animals live by searching for food
and eating what they find in nature,

such as plants or other animals. They

find water by drinking from rivers,
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ponds, or dew, and they protect
themselves by using speed, strength, or

intelligence to escape from enemies.

They reproduce in nature, giving birth

to their young in a safe place and

protecting them until they become
strong. The difference between wild
and domestic animals, my son, is that
domestic animals, like cats and dogs,
live with humans, while wild animals
live alone in nature and cannot be

easily domesticated.
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We love wild animals because they are
part of nature, help maintain the
balance of the environment, and teach
us about strength, courage, and

patience.

Wild animals live In different places
depending on their species. In forests,
there are animals like tigers, elephants,

and bears. Forests are full of trees,

food, and hiding places. In deserts,

there are animals like camels and
desert foxes. Desert animals need to

endure the heat and thirst. In the
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mountains, there are animals like wild
goats and lynxes. These animals are
strong and climb rocks easily. In plains
and savannas, there are animals like

lions, giraffes, and elephants. These

places are vast and full of grass for

herbivores. In water and rivers, there
are animals like crocodiles and seals.
Some animals live in water, while

others approach it to drink or hunt.

Wild animals differ in their diet
depending on their species. Herbivores,

such as giraffes, elephants, and
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antelopes, eat leaves, grass, and fruits.
Carnivores, such as lions, tigers, and
wolves, hunt other animals for food.
Omnivores, like bears, eat honey, fruit,
and sometimes fish or small animals.
Wild animals protect themselves

through various methods, including

camouflage, where some animals

change color or blend into their
environment to hide from predators,
like chameleons. They also use speed
and agility, like gazelles, to escape

quickly. Lions and tigers use strength
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and teeth for hunting and self-defense.
Some animals live in groups, like
wolves or elephants, and are solitary or
live-in groups to protect one another.
Wild animals are important to the
environment. They help disperse seeds
by eating fruit, allowing plants to grow
in new areas, and they maintain
ecological balance. For example, if

predators disappeared, smaller animals

would proliferate, disrupting the

ecosystem. Wild animals make nature

beautiful and enjoyable for children
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and adults. The lion, my dear, is called
the king of the jungle, but he lives in
the plains. Bats help plants reproduce
because they transfer pollen from one
flower to another, and elephants

remember everything and have a very

strong memory that helps them find

water even years later.
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
