emergency doctor Is?

An emergency doctor is a doctor who
helps people very quickly when they
suddenly become ill or are involved in
an accident. They are a rapid response

doctor.

An emergency doctor works in the
emergency department of a hospital,
the place people go to when they can't

wait.
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We need an emergency doctor when
something happens suddenly, such as a

fall, a cut, a broken hand or foot, severe

pain, difficulty breathing, burns, or car

accidents. The emergency doctor
quickly examines the patient, stops the
bleeding, treats wounds, gives the
appropriate medication, and decides if
the patient needs another doctor. An
emergency room doctor must be quick-
thinking, brave, calm, kind-hearted,
and love helping people. For example, a

child fell in the playground and hurt his
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head. He came to the hospital, and the
emergency room doctor cleaned the
wound, applied a bandage, checked on
the child, and the child went home safe
and sound. Emergency room doctors
are important because they save lives
and help people in the most critical
moments, working day and night. They
use essential tools such as a

stethoscope to listen to the heart and

breathing, a thermometer, gauze,

bandages, a syringe to administer

medication, and an X-ray machine to
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check for fractures. Emergency room
doctors work day and night, including
holidays and weekends, because
accidents can happen at any time. They
work with a full team, including nurses,
paramedics, and other doctors when

needed. Emergency room doctors

speak gently to children, explain what

will happen, and try to make them feel

safe.
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
