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Do you know, my son, who Suragah ibn

Malik is?

Sadin Talyan: No, Mother, | don't know
him.

Very well, my son, | will introduce him
to you this time. Suraqgah ibn Malik Ibn
Ju'sham al-Mudliji (may God be pleased
with him) was a noble companion of
the Prophet Muhammad (peace and
blessings be upon him). He was from
the Banu Mudlij tribe and was a

respected figure among his people, a
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skilled horseman, known for his
intelligence and keen observation. He is
famous for his remarkable story with
the Prophet (peace and blessings be
upon him) during the Hijra (migration).
He was the one who set out to find the
Prophet (peace and blessings be upon
him) when the Quraysh announced a

reward for his capture. When the

Prophet (peace and blessings be upon

him) migrated from Mecca to Medina,
Suragqah went out hoping for the

reward. But as he approached the
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Prophet (peace and blessings be upon
him) and his companion Abu Bakr, his
horse's hooves sank into the ground
several times. He realized that God was
protecting His Prophet and that what
happened to him was nothing but
divine protection. Suraqah called out
to the Prophet (peace and blessings be

upon him) and asked for protection.

The Prophet (peace and blessings be

upon him) granted him protection and

said to him:
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“What will you do, Suragah, when you

wear the bracelets of Chosroes’?

Suragah ibn Malik did not embrace
Islam at that moment, but he kept the
news of the Prophet (peace and
blessings be upon him) secret from the
Quraysh and returned to embrace Islam
after the conquest of Mecca. Years
passed, and Suragah embraced Islam
during the caliphate of Umar ibn al-
Khattab (may God be pleased with
him). After the conquest of Persia,

Suraqah ibn Malik was brought the
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bracelets of Chosroes, and Umar (may
God be pleased with him) placed them
on Suraqgah ibn Malik, thus fulfilling the
Prophet’s (peace and blessings be upon

him) promise to him.

He (may God be pleased with him)

passed away around the year 24 AH
during the caliphate of Umar ibn al-
Khattab. So, my son, this is Suragah ibn
Malik; you will no longer be ignorant of

him.
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Today, my child, | will introduce you to
a new companion of the Prophet
Muhammad (peace and blessings be
upon him): Jundub ibn Abdullah. He
was one of the well-known companions
who lived during the time of the
Prophet Muhammad (peace and
blessings be upon him) and embraced
Islam. His full name was Jundub ibn
Abdullah al-Ansari. He converted to
Islam in Medina and was among the

companions who believed in the
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Prophet (peace and blessings be upon

him) and supported him in spreading

Islam.

Jundub was brave and courageous, and
he participated in some battles
alongside the Prophet (peace and
blessings be upon him). He narrated
some hadiths from the Prophet (peace
and blessings be upon him) and played
a role in spreading the religion among
Muslims. He passed away after the

time of the Prophet (peace and
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blessings be upon him), having lived his

life adhering to Islam.

The name "Jundub,” my child, means
locust. This name was common in pre-
Islamic times, but it is unfamiliar to us

today.

Jundub ibn Abdullah, the brave
companion, was a righteous man who
lived in Medina and was one of the

companions of the Prophet

Muhammad (peace and blessings be

upon him). He was very brave, loved

defending the truth and Islam, and was
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truthful and trustworthy, never lying or
betraying anyone. He loved learning
from the Prophet (peace and blessings
be upon him) and conveying his words
to the people, which is why he became

a narrator of hadith.

Among his courageous acts was when

Jundub went out with the Prophet

(peace and blessings be upon him) on

one of the battles and stood firm to
protect the Muslims. He was not afraid,
and he helped his companions and

encouraged them to remain steadfast
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and patient. His life and actions teach
us, my son, courage and resilience in

the face of difficulties, and to be

truthful and trustworthy in our words

and deeds, and to spread goodness

around us.
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
