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Do you know what a worm is, my son?

A worm is a small, long, flexible,
thread-like animal. It has no legs or
wings and lives mostly in moist soil or
in areas with lots of plants.

A worm's body is soft and moist, and
it's usually brown or red. Its body is
segmented into small, ring-like pieces.
It doesn't have real eyes, but It senses
light and dark.

Worms live in moist soil, under leaves

and roots, and help plants grow
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because they make the soil soft and
aerated.

Worms eat dead leaves and decaying
plants, thus helping to replenish the
soil with nutrients.

Worms move by stretching and
flattening their bodies and can easily
crawl underground.

Worms are important, my child,

because they make the soil healthy for

plants and help convert organic matter

into soil nutrients. They are part of the
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food chain, and some animals, like
birds, eat them.

There's a type called the earthworm,
which is a gardener's best friend.
Some worms can even live underwater
for short periods. Worms are
monogamous, but they need another

worm to reproduce.

When two worms mate, they lay tiny

eggs Inside a sac-like structure called a
capsule. After a while, the eggs hatch
into tiny baby worms that begin their

lives underground.
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Worms don't have lungs like humans
and breathe through their moist skin,
so they must always be kept in a humid

environment.

There are different types of worms, my

dear, such as earthworms, which live in
the soil and help plants; waterworms,
which live in lakes and rivers; and
parasitic worms, which live inside
animals or humans. These are not
beneficial and should be avoided.
Worms cannot see, but they sense light

and vibrations.
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Worms move by contracting and
expanding their bodies, much like sleds.
They can help clean the environment
because they eat leaves and decaying
organic matter. Worms can restore soil
to its former vibrant color and nutrient-

rich state, which is why they're

sometimes called "little soil engineers."

You can create a small worm garden in
a box with moist soil and dead leaves,
and observe how they move, eat, and

help the soil. Just be sure to keep the
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soil consistently moist, as they don't

like dry places.
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Do you know what a spider is, my son?

A spider is a small animal with eight
legs and no wings. It belongs to the
arachnid family and differs from insects
because it has four pairs of legs, not
three like insects.

Spiders can live in various places,
including gardens, forests, inside
houses, in caves, and under rocks.
Spiders eat insects such as flies,
mosquitoes, and cockroaches. They

catch their prey using a web made of
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very fine threads. When an insect gets
caught in the web, the spider stings it
with its venom to easily capture it.

Spiders make webs from their silk

threads, and each spider has a unique

web shape; some are fine circles, while
others are irregular.

The web helps them hunt and
sometimes protects them from larger
animals.

Most spiders are not dangerous to

humans, and while a very few species
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can have a painful bite, it doesn't cause
significant harm.

Spiders don't have teeth; instead, they
dissolve their food with a special fluid
before sucking it out. Some spiders can
jump great distances for their size, and

there is a very small spider called the

jumping spider that loves to leap onto

Its prey.

Spiders help kill harmful insects, so
they are beneficial to gardens. A
spider's body is divided into two main

parts: the head and thorax (called the
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foreskin), which contains the eyes (for
seeing), mouth, and fangs used for
venom and catching insects; and the
abdomen (the rear body), which
contains silk glands for making webs,
digestive organs, and legs. Spiders have

eight long legs that help them walk,

jump, and spin webs.

Some spiders also have fine hairs on
their legs that help them sense
vibrations and movement around

them.

The female lays her eggs in a small sac
made of her silk. The spiderlings hatch
after a period of time and resemble
adult spiders, but are smaller.

The spiderlings begin to make their
own webs to learn how to hunt. There
are thousands of spider species,
including jumping spiders, which love

to leap after their prey, and ring

spiders, which create large, circular

webs. There are also burrowing spiders,
which live underground and create

holes to hide in, and house spiders,
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which often live in corners inside
homes. Spiders are important, my child,
because they help control harmful
insects that eat plants and maintain the
balance of nature by preying on many
insects. Their webs are made of very
strong threads, sometimes used as a

source of inspiration for scientists.

Some spiders can fly using their thin

threads; this is called silk flight. The
longest spider in the world is called the
giant earth spider and lives in specific

locations. Some spiders can live for
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many years, while others live only a

few months.
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
