Do you know what a gecko is, my son?
A gecko Is a small reptile, similar to a
lizard, that often lives in houses and on
walls. In some places, it's called a
house lizard.

Geckos lay eggs; the
female deposits them in safe, hidden
places. The young gecko hatches and
resembles a larger gecko, but is much
smaller. Geckos make a soft "'tick-
tock™ sound, which they sometimes
use to communicate or when they are

frightened. Geckos are clever in their
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own way; they know how to hide
quickly and choose warm, insect-rich
places to live. Geckos are reptiles, and
reptiles love warmth because their
bodies don't produce heat like humans
do, which is why we see them so often
In the summer.

If you see a gecko, my child, don't
touch or harm it. Tell an adult. And
keep things clean so that insects don't
come (and therefore, so geckos don't

come).
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Do you know what a toad is, my son?
A toad Is an amphibian, meaning it
lives on land and in water.
It looks a lot like a frog, but has a
slightly different shape. Its skinis
rough and dry, with small bumps, and
Is usually brown, gray, or dark green.
It has a plump body, and its hind legs
are shorter than those of a frog. Its
eyes are clear and it uses them well to
see at night. Toads live in gardens,
near ponds and marshes, and in damp

places. They like to hide under stones
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or among weeds. Toads are a friend to
farmers because they eat insects,
worms, flies, and some small
creatures, thus helping to get rid of
annoying pests. Toads walk or hop In
short leaps and do not jump as high as
frogs. They like to move slowly and
cautiously. The female toad lays her

eggs Iin the water, from which a

tadpole hatches. The tadpole grows
and gradually transforms into a young
toad. Toads are not dangerous and do
not attack humans. They may secrete

a foul-tasting substance to protect
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themselves from animals, but it is
harmless iIf left untouched. Toads are
most active at night, like rain, and
their calls can be heard near water.
They live for many years compared to
other animals. Due to its size, it
maintains the balance of nature and
reduces harmful insects; it is an
Important part of the environment.
The toad resembles a frog, but it is a
different species. The toad can hear
sounds, especially the sounds of other
toads. The toad comes out after rain

because the ground is damp, and it
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likes moisture. The toad comes out at
night to search for food and hides
during the day from the sun. It uses Its
strong eyes to see in the dark. The
toad protects itself by hiding among
the grasses and remaining still so that
predators mistake it for a stone, and it
changes its color slightly to blend in
with its surroundings. The toad is a
small and beneficial creature; we do

not harm it, nor are we afraid of It.

Rather, we protect it because it is a

part of beautiful nature.
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
