Do you know, my son, what the Battle

of Badr was?

Listen carefully, and you will learn a lot
now. Long ago, after the Prophet
Muhammad (peace be upon him)
migrated with the Muslims from Mecca
to Medina, the Quraysh persecuted the
Muslims and prevented them from
living in safety. The Muslims wanted to

defend themselves, so the Prophet

(peace be upon him) set out with his

companions on a journey to a place
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called Badr. The Battle of Badr took

place at Badr, near Medina, in the
second year of the Hijra. The Prophet
(peace be upon him) had only 313
Muslims with him, while the Quraysh
were numerous, humbering around

1,000 men.

Although the Muslims were fewer in
number, they were not afraid because
they believed in God. The Prophet

(peace and blessings be upon him)

stood praying to God, asking for

victory, and encouraging his
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companions. He spoke kindly to them,

taught them, and told them that God is
with those who persevere. What
happened in the Battle of Badr, my son,
was that the Muslims defended
themselves bravely, cooperated with
one another, and had immense faith in
God. As a result, God granted the
Muslims victory despite their small
numbers. The Muslims were victorious

and rejoiced because God had helped

them, realizing that faith is stronger

than numbers. The lessons we can learn
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from the Battle of Badr, my son, are

that God grants victory to those who

trust in Him, cooperation makes us
strong, courage is not measured by
numbers, and supplication is important
at all times. The Muslims' victory in the
Battle of Badr, my son, despite their
small numbers, was due to their faith in
God, their cooperation, and their

unwavering patience.
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
